Guide to replication materials for “Additional Evidence and Replication Code for Analyzing the Effects
of Minimum Wage Increases Enacted During the Great Recession.”

Your extraction of the materials in AdditionalEvidenceReplicationArchive.zip should result in a folder containing the following materials:

Given a folder containing these materials, the following steps must be taken in order to replicate the regression tables from the paper.
1) [bookmark: _Hlk483038067]Obtain extracts of the 2008 panel of the Survey of Income and Program Participation using resources available on the website of the National Bureau of Economic Research (NBER).  The file ClemensWither_AdditionalEvidencePaper_ReplicationCode.do begins by loading the data sets sippl08puw`i'.dta for i=1/15.   The files sippl08puw`i'.dta are produced by downloading l08puw`i'.dat and running 08w`i'.do and 08w`i'.dct within the required directory structure.  These materials are well documented on the NBER website.  See: http://www.nber.org/data/survey-of-income-and-program-participation-sipp-data.html.   
2) Adjust directory naming system as needed/desired.  The existing directory structure allows for the SIPP and supplemental data sets to be drawn from different directories.  Output is saved in the Results sub-directory.
3) Run ClemensWither_AdditionalEvidencePaper_ReplicationCode.do
a. Executes all data cleaning and analysis with the exception of table 7, which presents analysis for which data cleaning operations were conducted in an order that differs from the baseline approach.
4) Run ClemensWither_AdditionalEvidencePaper_ReplicationCode2.do
a. Executes all data cleaning and analysis required to generate table 7.
5) Run ClemensWither_AdditionalEvidencePaper_ReplicationCode.do
a. Take regression output generated by the previous two steps and assembles that output into tables.

 2) Macro_Controls.dta
· The file Macro_Controls.dta contains an FHFA median house price index which, as of 5/11/2017, could be downloaded directly from: https://www.fhfa.gov/DataTools/Downloads/Documents/HPI/HPI_AT_state.csv
· Note that the median house price index is the only variable from Macro_Controls.dta that is required to estimate the "baseline" specification.  Additional control variables in Macro_Controls.dta include standard state level data on the employment rate, the unemployment rate, and personal income per capita.  The employment series are available through the Bureau of Labor Statistics and the personal income series is available through the Bureau of Economic Analysis.
 3) ConstructionBEAForMerge.dta
· This data set contains construction output data from the Bureau of Economic Analysis. 
 4) MinimumWageRatesByStateAndMonth
· This is a modestly revised version of the minimum wage panel from the replication materials associated with "Effects of the Minimum Wage on Employment Dynamics" by Jonathan Meer and Jeremy West (JHR, 2016).  Note that only states' January 2008 minimum wage rates are needed to replicate our "baseline" specification. These minimum wage rates can, as of 5/11/2017, be found at the following link from the Bureau of Labor Statistics: https://www.dol.gov/whd/state/stateMinWageHis.htm


Note that the files described above do not replicate all of the summary statistics entries that appear in “Additional Evidence and Replication Code for Analyzing the Effects of Minimum Wage Increases Enacted During the Great Recession.”  The “Summary Statistics” section of the file ClemensWither_AdditionalEvidencePaper_ReplicationCode.do contains code that reproduces the entries in table 3 and in the first 4 columns of panel A of table 1.  The last 3 columns of panel A of table 1 involve straightforward subtraction using the entries in the first 4 columns.

The macroeconomic summary statistics that appear in Table 2 and in panel B of Table 1 are not generated by the code in the files described above.  The entries in these tables are generated by code that is available in WithinRegionCritique_CPSAnalysis_ReplicationCode.do, which can be obtained by contacting Jeffrey Clemens directly or by downloading the replication materials available for “The Minimum Wage and the Great Recession: A Response to Zipperer and Recapitulation of the Evidence.”  This code makes use of an extract of 2006 to 2012 data from the Current Population Survey which is not used for regression analysis in “Additional Evidence and Replication Code for Analyzing the Effects
of Minimum Wage Increases Enacted During the Great Recession.”
